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CPP-Editor Functionalities Tour
Abstract: Functionalities tour to discover the characteristics and capabilities of CPP-Editor application. The tour guides the user to:CPP Creation from scratch, CPP Modification and

XSL view of results.
1. CPP creation 

1.1 Login

Access to “Login” section
> http://winter.bologna.enea.it/cppeditor/
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The users have to ask a valid account to server administrator.
Insert the login information:

> user: 

> password: 
> click on the Login button
If user and/or password are incorrect or an database connection error happens, the CPP-Editor application redirects to Login page and visualizes an opportune message.
If the login information are correct, the CPP-Editor application redirects to the “Home” section.
1.2 Home
It is possible to choose among the following options:
1) Create a CPP profile from scratch
2) Select an existing CPP profile to modify 
3) Load a CPP profile by upload (not available yet)
For this first part of functionalities tour, the choice is the option 1, “Create a CPP”.
> click on the Create button
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The CPP-Editor is a web application to edit (creation and modification) ebXML Collaboration Protocol Profiles
(CPP).

The CPP-Editor allows:

1. Create a new CPP profile from scratch using a CPP template
2. Select your CPP profile from list

3. Modify your CPP profile by upload

1. Create a new CPP . Select your CPP Upload your CPP.

You will define in your profile:

- one or more Party Information

- for each Party, one or more Delivery Channel

- for each Party, one or more Business Processes

- for each Business Processe, the supported Business Transactions

At any moment you can view your CPP profile (by item "XML" in the main men)
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Creating a CPP profile from scratch, the CPP-Editor application loads the specific CPP template to allow the new CPP profile modification/editing.
At this point the CPP-Editor redirects the user to the editing step: “PartyInformation”.

1.3 PartyInformation
Each CPP profile must have a universal identifier, the cppid; therefore, as first action, the user has to select the nationality from pull-down menu and has to insert its VAT number (italian P.IVA).

> Insert VAT: 12345678909

A new cppid is created, the identifiers into the CPP template are adjusted, the file is renamed by adopted naming conventions and saved.

hen you conclude the PartyInfo section editing, you can to go to the "Delivery Channel" section
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Once the cppid is created, the CPP-Editor application shows, in the interface, the “PartyInfo” subsections.
The CPP profile can contain one or more PartyInfo sections.
Each PartyInfo section describes the information related to a Party.

This ebXML CPPA standard feature allows to medium and large enterprise to describe into the its own profile potential enterprise subdivisions.
The CPP-Editor’s “PartyInfo” section allows to handle one or more PartyInfo and allows to insert the personal information.
The interface is organized in four connected subsections:

1) cppid (saw into the previous paragraph)
2) PartyInfo List: list of Parties inserted/specified into the CPP profile

3) PartyInfo Editing: editing form for a selected Party
4) Current PartyInfo: current Party chosen for the editing in the following phases
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In this first section you have to specify the Party Information.

hen you conclude the PartyInfo section editing, you can to go to the "Delivery Channel" section.
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The interface shows a Party only present into the profile (it is the default Party of CPP template) and, just because it is the only, it is the current Party, ready for modification (PartyInfo Editing).
Into the PartyInfo Editing form, fill the fields: 
> PartyName: ENEA Party1

> PartyRef: http://www.enea.it/party1/
> click on Save button
A message advises if the insert action is terminated successfully and comunicates to user that it is possible to go to the next section, “Delivery Channel”, because the essential information are put.
If it wishes to modify the new information:

> click on “Modify” button in correspondence of desider Party
The information are visualized again into the PartyInfo Editing form.
To test the CPP-Editor interface functionalities, add another Party.

The PartyInfo Editing form is ready, by default, to define a new PartyInfo.

Fill the field:

> PartyName: ENEA Party2

> PartyRef: http://www.enea.it/party2/

> click on Save button
The new PartyInfo element is inserted and becomes the current PartyInfo for editing.

The PartyInfo list is adjusted.
In this “functionalities tour” we want to proceed with the “ENEA Party1” PartyInfo editing.
We have to set the “ENEA Party1” PartyInfo as current partyinfo:
Into the “Current PartyInfo” box:

> Select from pull-down menu the partyId related to the first Party, “IT-12345678909_party1” 

> click on Set button
Note the CPP-Editor STATUS bar, located into the top of section, that displays the basic information during the edit process, allowing to the user to know which part of CPP profile is object of modification.
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Now, the second Party is not useful yet, therefore we have to delete it:
> Click on the Remove button in corrispondence of “ENEA Party2” Party.
1.4 DeliveryChannel
The “Delivery Channel” section allows to define into the CPP profile the information related to utilised delivery channel for the sending/receiving of ebXML messages.
Each DeliveryChannel element is composition of Transport and DocExchange components.
The CPP-Editor web interface allows to explore the three sections for the channel definition.
Into the DeliveryChannel section the user can to define or to modify the channels, related to the current PartyInfo, defining the Transport – DocExchange components combination.
To modify or to create Transport and DocExchange components the user has to go into the homonyms subsections.
Creating the CPP profile from scratch the CPP-Editor made a default delivery channel ebMS-SMTP based both sending and receiving.
To view/edit the channel’s components:

> click on Modify button
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In this section you have to specify the Delivery Channel Information.
Each Delivery Channel is a Transport - DocExchange combination.

Into the definition form, ready for new definition by default, select and fill:
> Sender Protocol: HTTP
> Receiver Protocol: HTTP
> endpoint: http://www.enea.it/service
> click on Save button
The Transport component list is updated.
1.4.2 DocExchange

Into the “DocExchange” section, as well as into the previous Transport section, it is possible:

· to view the DocExchange component list of the current PartyInfo

· to define a new DocExchange component or to modify a component present into the the list
We define another Transport component based on HTTP protocol for hypothetical Web Service.

Into the definition form, ready for a new definition by default, select:

> Sender binding: Web Service
> Receiver binding: Web Service
> click on Save button
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In this section you have to specify the Delivery Channel Information.
Each Delivery Channel is a Transport - DocExchange combination.

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The DocExchange component list is updated.
Now, the new components Transport and DocExchange are defined, we can come back to the “Delivery Channel” section to define the new channel.
Defining the new channel, select the components:

> Transport Component: (HTTP – HTTP)

> DocExchange Component: (WS – WS)

> click on Save button 

Note the components pull-down menus updated with the new Transport and DocExchange elements.
The new channel is inserted into the profile, in the current PartyInfo, and the channel list is updated.
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Through the “Modify” button is possible to modify a channel (displayed into the “Defining Channel” form).
Through the “Remove” button is possible to delete a channel just if the channel:

· is not the default delivery channel

· is not used by a business transaction
Now, we can go to the “Business Collaboration” section.

1.5 Business Collaboration
The CPP collaboration profile allows to specify the supported business transactions (request business document and, in case, response business document)  related to one or more business processes. The business processes, formalized through ebXML Business Process (ebBP) standard, describe the business documents flow and their choreography.
The CPP-Editor “Business Collaboration” section allows to specify, for the current Party, one or more business processes by ebBP file reference (“Business Process” subsection) and, for each of them, allows to specify which business documents are supported (“Documents” subsection).
The interface of this section is organized in four parts:
1) insertion of a new Business Process specification for the current Party
2) ebBP Business Process list spesified for the current Party
3) current Business Process for editing

4) current Role specified for the current Business Process

The ebXML CPP profile allows to specify the supported transactions related to one o more business processes.
The available business processes have been formalized through the ebXML Business Process (ebBP) XML standard.

Insertion of Business Process Current Business Process

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1.5.1 Business Processes

Creating the CPP profile from scratch, it is necessary to insert at least one Business Process and the related Role to continue.
Select into the “Insertion of Business Process” form:
> “Fabric Supply” Business Process

> click on Save button 

> “Fabric Producer” Role
> click on Set button 

So, the essential information for this subsection are inserted.

The CPP-Editor STATUS bar shows the new status information. 

Now, into the “Business Processes” subsection again, it is possible:
· to insert a new Business Process specification reference

· to select a Role related to current Business Process

· to remove a Business Process from the list

· to change the current business process 
N.B. CPP-Editor can be configured to integrate Ontology Explorer application.
Ontology Explorer allows a remote exploration of  OWL ontologies. If CPP-Editor is configured to integrate the Ontology Explorer, into the supported Business Process list, each process will be linked to the its semantic concept.

We can to move to the “Documents” subsection.
1.5.2 Documents

The CPP-Editor “Documents” subsection allows to specify which Business Transactions (couple of request and, in case, response documents) are supported into the current Business Process context and how these Business Transactions are supported (in sending and receiving actions) dependently from current Role.
Into the CPP-Editor interface is showed the Business Transaction list (of the current ebBP) and the documents, components of each Business Transaction. It is possible to edit each Business Transaction to support it, or to modify its chatacteristics, for the current Party.
N.B. CPP-Editor can be configured to integrate Ontology Explorer application.
Ontology Explorer allows a remote exploration of  OWL ontologies. If CPP-Editor is configured to integrate the Ontology Explorer, into the supported Business Transaction list, each Document will be linked to the its semantic concept.
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Each Business Process is composed by one or more Business Transactions (BT)
and each Business Transaction is composed by one or two Business Documents.
In the list below you can choose one of the Business Transactions defined in the
current Business Process (ebBP) and edit the supported Business Documents for
the current Party of this CPP profile. In this subsection you can:

- view the supported business transactions for each type listed in the left box
- support a new business transaction

-modify an existing business transaction

- remove an existing business transaction

Business Transaction Name Business Documents
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This is the last section of CPP-Editor.

At this point your profile specify:

- one or more Party Information

- for each Party, one or more Delivery Channel

- for each Party, one or more Business Processes

- for each Business Processes the supported Business Transactions
Now you can view and save your profile (item "XML" in the main ment)
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Choose a Business Transaction editing:
> click on the Edit button in corrispondence of Textiles Purchase Order Business Transaction

Into the Business Transaction editing box we can view which Documents, related to chosen Transaction, are already specified into the CPP profile for the current Party.
In this functionalities tour, at the moment, no support document is specified.
We want to insert the sending action of this Business Transaction:

> click on CanSend button
The interface shows the “Textiles Order Response”action (document) inserting form.
N.B. CPP-Editor presents to user the response document because the chosen Role for the current process, in this Transaction, is defined to be resonding role.
> select the only possible context (a Transaction can be used one or more times into the Business Process) from related pull-down menu (BTA Textiles Purchase Order)
> select the first channel (IT-12345678909_party-1_chann-1), among defined channels, who will be used for the document sending  
> click on Save button
Now, we want to specify for the same Business Transaction the receiving action too:
> click on CanReceive button

> select the context
> select the first channel (IT-12345678909_party-1_chann-1)

> click on Save button

The supported document list for this Business Transaction is update each time. 
We can to define the same document more times, with different characteristics (a different channel, for example).
At this point the CPP profile creation is finished.
The profile CPP_IT-12345678909.xml remains stored on the server and, therefore, retrievable at the next login, it is possible to get a XSL view of CPP profile (see chapter 3) by click on the “XML” menu voice (and it is possible save the file through the common web browser funcion “Save with name…”.
2. CPP Modification
2.1 Login

Once the login process has been done, it is not necessary to perform it again (only if the user is explicitly logged out by its choice).

Go to the same start link: 

> http://winter.bologna.enea.it/cppeditor/
The CPP-Editor, once recognized and retrieve the session, redirect the user to the Home page (paragraph 1.2).
2.2 Home

Into the next steps of “functionalities tour“ we will modify the CPP profile created into the previous chapter, selecting it among the profiles available on the server.

2.3 PartyInfo
We proceed with the CPP profile modification; 

the CPP-Editor interface shows the data present into the profile related to cppid and Party Information.
Change cppid to define by modification a new CPP profile:
> Nationality: select Germany from pull-down menu

> VAT: insert the numbers: 98765432101

> click on Set button
The CPP-Editor performs a refactoring of file renaming the cppid (DE-98765432101), the file name and modifying opportunely the internal identifiers.
Change Party information:
> PartyName: German Party

> PartyRef: http://www.party.de/about.html
> click on Save button
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Once PartyInfo modification is finished, we can to proceed to the next scetion: DeliveryChannel.
2.4 DeliveryChannel
Into the DeliveryChannel section, the CPP-Editor interface shows the Delivery Channels of the current Party (in this “functionalities tour” we see the channels defined into the firse chapter, paragraph 1.4).

Modify the endpoints only into the Transport subsection:
> click on the Modify button in corrispondence of the HTTP – HTTP component
> modify endpoint to: http://www.party.de/service

> click on Save button
Do the same operation on the second channel:

> click on the Modify button in corrispondence of the SMTP – SMTP component
> modify endpoint to: endpoint@party.de

> click on Save button
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Now, we can to go to the Business Collaboration section.
2.5 Busines Collaboration

Into the Business Collaboration section, the CPP-Editor shows the data of CPP profile related to 
“Fabric supply” Business Process, previously inserted (see paragraph 1.5).
2.5.1 Business Processes

We hold the same Business Process but we change the current Role to the other, complementary with this. Into the “Current Role” subsection:

> select “Appareal Producer” role

> click on Set button
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The information related to the previous role are deleted and the CPP profile will be update with the new selected role.
Now, we can to go to the Documents section.
2.5.2 Documents
We want to specify the support for the “Textiles Purchase Order” Business Transaction (just like into the paragraph 1.5.2).
You have to execute the same operations, holding the choice on the first channel 
(DE-98765432101_party-1_chann-1).

N.B. The current Role, now, is the complementary of the old specified Role;if  before the Role was the requester, now is the responder, if before was the responder, now it is requester.

Therefore, the specified actions (documents) take specular behaviours in relation to the previous:

· the “Textiles Purchase Order“ document is now specified in sending (into the previous profile, it was specified in receiving)
· the “Textiles Order Response“ document is now specified in receiving (into the previous profile, it was specified in sending)
Into the “Fabric supply” Business Process, the “Apparel Producer” Role sends the “Purchase Order“ and the “Fabric Producer” Role replies to the order; the CPP-Editor allowed to insert the information in coherent manner with the Business Process description (ebBP).

The profile CPP_DE-98765432101.xml remains stored on the server and, therefore, retrievable at the next login, it is possible to get a XSL view of CPP profile (see chapter 3) by click on the “XML” menu voice and it is possible save the file through the common web browser funcion “Save as…”.
3. XML View

At this point, the “functionalities tour” is finished.

We can to see the profile by XSL view:
> click on XML menu voice
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4. Summary
Recapitulating the steps of the first part of the tour, the “CPP Creation“:

· we chose the “Create CPP” option to create a CPP profile from scratch

· we specified Nationality and WAT number to create the CPP identifier, the cppid
· we personalized a PartyInfo by insertion of name and reference web page

· we defined a new DeliveryChannel HTTP based by creation of the two components Transport e DocExchange
· we inserted a Fabric Supply Business Process specification reference 
· we chose the Fabric Producer Role

· we specified the support for “Textiles Purchase Order” Business Transaction, both the requesting and responding documents

· we obtained a valid CPP profile (CPP_IT-12345678909.xml)
Recapitulating the steps of the second part of the tour, the “CPP Modification“:

· we chose the “Select CPP” option to modify the first CPP profile created 
(CPP_IT-12345678909.xml) 

· we changed Nationality and WAT number to get a new cppid (DE-98765432101)

· we changed the PartyInfo by modification of name and reference web page

· we held the same DeliveryChannels but we changed the endpoints into the Transport subsection
· we held the same Fabric Supply Business Process specification reference

· we changed Role to the complementary “Apparel Producer” Role
· we specified the support for “Textiles Purchase Order” Business Transaction, both the requesting and responding documents

· we obtained a valid CPP profile (CPP_DE-98765432101.xml)
The two CPP obtained will be used into the “CPA-MatchMaker Functionalities Tour” document.
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
